Friday, January 22nd: Anniversary of the 1973  

Supreme Court Decision, legalizing abortion 
 On this sad anniversary of the Supreme Court    

decision [legalizing abortion on demand], we are reminded 

that as God recognized each of us before we were born, 
and called us by name, so too may we recognize the value 

of each human life and pledge ourselves to continue to   

defend and nurture Godôs greatest gift to us. 
 On Friday, January 22nd, the anniversary of the 

legalization of abortion, the Church in the United States is 

asked to observe a particular day of penance for the        

violations to the dignity of the human person committed 
through acts of abortion.  Likewise, a day of prayer for the 

full restoration of the legal guarantee of the right to life is 

also to be observed. 
 

Top Court Wonôt Reconsider Roe 
 On February 22, 2005 the Supreme Court of the 

United States turned down a request that it reconsider its 
sad and infamous 1973 Roe vs. Wade ruling that legalized 

abortion. Norma McCorvey, who was identified as ñJane 

Roeò in the 1973 case, and Sandra Cano, the ñMary Doeò 

of the companion Doe vs. Bolton ruling, petitioned the 
court to set aside the decisions, or at least order a new trial 

on the merits for reversal. One of the Supreme Court      

Justices said that ñeven if abortion is wrong, the law must 

stand because it is what people have become used to...ò 
 Neither Cano nor McCorvey ever had the        

abortions at issue in their cases. Both women now oppose 

abortion. Their effort to see the Roe and Doe decisions 

overturned is backed by many women from all 50 states 
who say they regret having had abortions. According to a 

Gallup survey, only 19% of the U.S. population feel      

abortion should be legal in all circumstances. Without 

comment, the court rejected the appeal. 
 We look to our judicial system, especially the    

Supreme Court, to uphold, preserve, and defend the moral 

order.  Pray for a return to right judgment among the     

leaders and people of our Nation, for a greater respect for 
life in all its forms and stages [from the moment of       

conception until natural death], and for an end of the sin of 

abortion in our time. Sadly enough, it is supposedly 

ñCatholicò politicians [who we elected] who are most   
vehemently supportive of the present abortion laws... we, 

as a Nation, with Godôs help, have a long way to go! 

If then the only light you have is darkness, 

how great a darkness that will be!
