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The Before Camp (7 to 9 am) and After Camp (4 to 5:30 
pm) program fees will be $30 each per week. As in the 
past, students will be charged any significant cost associ-
ated with field trips. A late fee of $1.00 per minute will 
applied any time past 5:30 pm. Lunch will be provided on 
Wednesdays and is included in the tuition. The rest of the 
week, students will need to bring a sack lunch. 
 
Daily Campers may be enrolled for $40 per day (9 to 4 
pm). A non-refundable deposit of 25% of the total Sum-
mer Camp fee (including before and after camp programs) 
is required to reserve a place in our Summer Camp. The 
balance of tuition (75%) must be paid no later than the 
Friday before each camp session.
